The Fernhurst DogLog     (Owner to keep this half of the page)

DogLog aims to swiftly identify and inform the owner of the whereabouts of a stray dog which has been reported to DogLog. Doglog cannot undertake searches itself.

In the event that your dog strays, first try the DogLog numbers which are 01428

651438, 653790 or 652424.  If that draws a blank, there is a chance that he may have been  found by someone unaware of DogLog, a visitor say, and experience suggests that such a person will tell the Newsagents, and/or the Post Office, or The Groomery (which has the means to extract dog and owner information from an identity microchip if your dog has one).  You are advised to ask them if they have been told anything.  Failing that (and at any time), try the DOG WARDEN on 01243  534604/534734, (out of hours on 01243 785339).  The Dog Warden also carries a scanner with which to interrogate an identity chip.  Otherwise, try the police on 0845  60  70  999.

DogLog is run by volunteers who give their services free.  Mostly, you will be able to get an answer from one of the two numbers, but there is no guarantee of that.
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    DogLog  is a computer list of dogs kept by two or three dog lovers in the village for the sole purpose of reuniting straying dogs with their owners as quickly as possible . It has never failed to identify the owner of a strayed dog that had been registered with it.  Information from it is never given out to other people for any other purpose.

Registration is free of any charge.  The advantages are two fold.  Firstly, it enables the owner and the strayed dog to be reunited as soon as possible and secondly, it saves the fees incurred by the owner when the District Council Dog Warden has to be called out.  If a dog is taken into charge, has to be kept over night and delivered back, the owner could face fees of nearly £100. .

DogLog Registration Forms can be downloaded from this website or are available in paper form at the Fernhurst Post Office or The Groomery in Crossfield.  Please make sure you fill in all the details, they are necessary for the speedy identification of the dog and its owner.  DogLog does not have a scanner to interrogate microchips.

Many people say that their dogs never stray , but there is always the possibility of  a gate being left open and the temptation of cat or other dog attracting our dog off your premises.    Stray dogs can become  very frightened and in the midst of heavy traffic they are a real safety hazard not only to themselves, but also to other road users.   The finder of a lost dog rings one of the numbers on the DogLog and the list is checked for possibilities of who owns the dog.  It has been proved successful on may occasions already . The more dogs on the lost the more effective DogLog will be.

The Fernhurst Doglog is run by dog-owning volunteers who give their services free.
